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ENGAGE IN EVERYDAY MOMENTS TOGETHER

Morning Time

When you go into your child’s room, say:
“Happy Easter, [child’s name]! Jesus is
alive!”

Cuddle Time

Cuddle with your child and pray: “God,
thank You that Jesus is alive, and that,
because of Him, we can be with You forever
and ever.”

Drive Time

While on the go, look for stones. Big ones.
Little ones. Find one you can take home.
Talk about how after Jesus was buried, the
big stone rolled away, and the angel said,
“Jesus is alive!”

Bath Time

Add three plastic eggs to bath time. Put a
small toy in two of the eggs and nothing
in the third egg. Count the eggs together.
Next, tell your child to open the eggs. Talk
about what’s inside the eggs. When your
child opens the empty egg, talk about
how the place where Jesus was buried was
empty because Jesus is alive!
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
