	JESUS PUT OTHERS FIRST
	DAY 1
	Read Mark 9:35
	This month is all about humility, putting others first by giving up what you think you deserve. We feel like having things our way, all the time! But Jesus tells us to do the opposite. We need to serve others before serving ourselves. To serve simply means to pay attention to the people around you and find ways to help.

	DAY 1
	Read Matthew 28:5-6
	This week, we celebrate the most important event in all of history. Easter is the day we celebrate that Jesus is alive! After Jesus died, they placed His body in a tomb with a huge rock rolled over the entrance. When Jesus’ friends went to the tomb on Sunday, they found the stone rolled away and an empty tomb. Jesus wasn’t there because Jesus rose again!

	PUT OTHERS FIRST BY HELPING THEM UNDERSTAND
	DAY 1
	Read Luke 24:27
	When Jesus met the men on the road to Emmaus, they had no idea they were actually talking to Jesus! Jesus had been crucified and buried. They’d heard that the tomb was empty. But Jesus wasn’t dead. He was alive and with them on the road!
	As they walked, Jesus started explaining everything the Scriptures said about God’s promised Savior, how he would have to die and then be raised back to life. They couldn’t believe what they were hearing, and they didn’t want Jesus to stop talking! So, they invited him to eat with them, and as he broke the bread, suddenly they recognized this man was Jesus!
	Jesus took the time to explain everything about Himself. He was humble, patient, and kind. We can treat others in the same way.
